CH 11 – Civil War


Lincoln’s Goal is to PRESERVE THE UNION

War in the West 
1862 - Ulysses S. Grant began attempt to take control of the Cumberland River and the Tennessee River (divide TN and provide river route deep into enemy territory)
Shiloh – victories (for Grant) at Forts Henry and Donelson, and even after being surprised at Shiloh (at the cost of 20000 casualties)
Murfreesboro

(a) Braxton Bragg (Conf. defender–forced to retreat by Rosecrans)
(b) Don Carlos Buell (Union - too slow – replaced by William S. Rosecrans) – Lincoln is not afraid to replace leaders
Lincolns Goal is to PRESERVE THE UNION

War in the East
2) McClellan’s Penisula Campaign

(a) George McClellan - only willing to fight when odds are extremely favorable – (wasn’t aggressive enough for Lincoln)
(b) Joseph E. Johnston (Conf.)
(c) Seven Days Battle – heavy casualties on Union forces by Lee (who exploited McClellan’s stubborness)
3) 2nd Battle of Bull Run – Conf. on the attack – 20 miles from DC
4) Battle of Antietam – bloodiest one day battle, Lee forced to retreat (lost opportunity for international support), Lincoln decides on Emancipation
Emancipation Proclamation

War goes from that of preserving the Union, to war to free the slaves
VICKSBURG FALLS!

Vicksburg, MS final piece to splitting the South in 2 and owning MS River

Grant orders a diversion (raid the country side)

Grant orders troops to forage for food

Grants troops force Confederate Troops to bunker down in Vicksburg – he puts the town under siege – they surrender on July 4, 1863.  

Gettysburg

Lincoln fires McClellan (finally) for failure at Antietam (he did not kill enough Confederates) – more for not being aggressive enough  (he should have pursued them when they retreated)
Puts Ambrose Burnside in charge! – suffers many casualties in Fredericksburg, VA (too aggressive?)

General Joseph Hooker (it is tough to find good help these days)  Lee outmaneuvers him and forces him to retreat
June 1863 – Lee invaded PA (Hooker replaced by George Meade)

23000 Union casualties – 28000 Confederate casualties (7000 in less than a half hour)

Gettysburg Address (one of the best-known speeches in American History – you should know it too!)
