I. The Impact of the War with Mexico (pg320-322)
A. New Lands for American Settlers

B. Debate over Slavery again (Missouri Compromise revisited)

1. Polk felt slavery was non-issue in West (why bother?)

C. Wilmot Proviso (no slavery in lands gained from War w/Mexico)
1. House of Reps passed, senate refused to vote on it

D. Lewis Cass – Popular Sovereignty in new territories!

1. Turned Slavery from National to State issue

2. Abolitionists felt it still denied equal rights
a) some felt it was good because anti-slavery people would settle most of the new lands anyway

E. Whig Party chose Zach Taylor (South Whigs & Cotton Whigs)

1. North Whig party split (Cotton & Conscience Whigs)

a) Cotton Whigs relied on Southern Cotton for profits

b) Conscience Whigs felt slavery was just plain wrong

a. Joined Free-Soil Party-just what it sounds like

2. Taylor wins (1848) by avoiding discussion of slavery

II. Search for Compromise (322-324)

A. 49er’s increased California population dramatically

1. applied for statehood as free state – forced debate

B. Southern Politicians talk about secession…..again
C. The GREAT COMPROMISER STRIKES AGAIN(Henry Clay)

1. 8 plans to solve crisis and save Union

D. Compromise of 1850 

1. The Compromise was paired to appeal to both sides

a) CA FREE – rest of Mexican territories w/o any restrictions

b) NM/TX border dispute solved in favor of NM – TX relieved of debts by Federal Gov’t

c) Slave Trade(but not Slavery) abolished in Wash DC

d) Congress promised not to interfere with slave trade

e) Fugitive Slave Law passed

f) Fugitive Slave Law passed

a. Must be important – its on here twice!

2. Sen. Calhoun (Southern) vs. Daniel Webster (Northern)

a) COMPROMISE TO SAVE OUR UNION!

3. Stephen A. Douglas (IL) divided compromise into smaller parts for Congress to vote.  
4. Compromise passed, slavery issue…North vs South
 put off for a future date once again.
