1. Pro-Slavery Gov’t of Kansas for it

2. Buchanan asked Congress to admit KS as Slave state

a) House of Reps rejected 

b) 1858 – Lecompton Constitution voted down

a. Kansas can’t make up its mind

C.  Abraham Lincoln is a loser
1. Senate of IL race 1858

a) Stephan Douglas – Popular Sovereignty

a. Freeport Doctrine

i. Accepted Dred Scott ruling

ii. Can still prevent slavery by not passing laws to needed to regulate and enforce slavery

b) Abe Lincoln – no slavery in Western States

a. No mention of banning slavery in the South

2. Honest Abe honestly lost

a) Lincoln clarified anti-slavery message of Republican Party

b) Also established a national reputation as a clear, insightful thinker and debater

D. John Brown’s raid on Harper’s Ferry (VA – actually West VA)

1. Arm the slaves – fight against slaveholders
2. Seized arsenal on Oct 16, 1859 but captured less than 36 hours late by the US MARINES!  Brown sentenced to death

3. BROWN IS A MARTYR!  (Northern viewpoint)

4. BROWN IS PROOF OF NORTHERN CONSPIRACY TO MURDER SLAVEHOLDERS!
