	Northern Advantages
	Southern Advantages

	22 Million people (South had 9 ––Million People)
	7 of 8 Military Colleges are in the South (probably more southerners attended)

	75% of Navy Officers remained with the North
	South could produce large amounts of food(but only had 1 railway line) 

	Most Navy Ships, and ALL but one Shipyard controlled by the North
	

	80% of the countries factories
	Southern DIS-Advantages

	90% of all pig iron produced in the north (used for weapons and equipment)
	Union blockaded many of their ports (Tariffs are not an option to raise money)

	Almost all firearms and gunpowder produced in the North
	South Taxed its own people(many simply refused to pay it though)

	North could easily disrupt South’s limited Rail system
	Forced to quickly set up armories and foundries to produce weapons, gunpowder, and ammunition

	North controlled National Treasury and continued to collect tariffs
	South printed paper money, but with little stability, rapid inflation ensued($ loses value)

	Many Northern Banks – loaned gov’t money (WAR BONDS) – Legal Tender Act (Greenbacks) passed – national currency!

PRESERVE THE UNION!

-even if it meant slavery was to continue

Many Republicans and Northern Democrats challenged Lincoln’s policies

War Democrats

· Supported Civil War to restore the Union (opposed ending slavery)

Peace Democrats (Copperheads)

· Opposed war – restore Union through negotiations

GO ABE GO!?!?!?!?!?!?!?!

1. 1862 – conscription (hello draft!) Democrats opposed this – many cities rioted
2. In response Lincoln suspended writs of Habeas Corpus – the right of a person to NOT be imprisoned unless actually charged with a crime and given a trial!

He did what?

South did it too – but Confederacy’s commitment to STRONG STATE RIGHTS meant that nobody listened to their government – 

· did not pay taxes (I can’t afford them today)

· did not report for duty (oh, draft notice?  What draft notice?)

· Vehemently objected to suspension of writs of Habeas corpus
